UNIT 1 (Modules 1 and 2) ASSESSMENT

Understanding Children Extended response

This unit will develop student's understanding of the four areas of child development.

UNIT 2 (Modules 3 and 4) ASSESSMENT

Understanding and working with children Project

Students will investigate holistic approaches to play-based learning, acknowledging individual children
develop at different rates and contributing factors include developmental milestones, uniqueness,
individuality and external factors.

UNIT 3 (Modules 5 and 6) ASSESSMENT

Work experience in industry Investigation

Students will learn and practice understanding how observations are used to gather information as they
investigate practices and the outcomes of applying strategies and activities at a local education and care
services.

UNIT 4 (Modules 7 and 8) ASSESSMENT

Development through play Featured Article

Students are designing, developing and implementing a play/craft theme based activity for birth to five
years. This module also explores different types of play and how children need to explore indoor and
outdoor learning environments safely and securely to support play-based learning activities.

Early childhood educators or teacher’s aides or assistants in early childhood settings, childcare facilities, kindergartens and early learning
centers, Family Day Care worker, Out of School Hours Care worker.
