UNIT 1 ASSESSMENT 

Module 1: Portraiture and Drawing- focuses on popular culture and the creation of contemporary 
portraiture to inform and promote the practice of professional artists. 

Module 2: Painting and Illustration- focuses on painting and illustrative techniques to inform the 
design and justification of a publication (novels graphic novel, or fairy-tale) cover artwork.
